Taught Courses 

Postgraduate courses 

1- Advanced Physical Exam and Health Assessment 
This course provides students with the required skills and knowledge for comprehensively assessing patients’ health status during health and illness throughout their life cycle. Decision making skills and critical thinking will be encouraged to formulate nursing diagnosis and comprehensive care plan from the data obtained during health history taking and physical assessment performance.  
2- Palliative care in Critical care 
This course provides students accurate and comprehensive knowledge of pain management, and symptom management among critically ill patients and their families. This course discusses the pharmacological and non-pharmacological methods in treating pain taking in consideration the legal aspect and quality of healthcare quality. End of life issues and grieving will be discussed. This course will provide student with adequate knowledge to develop comprehensive nursing care plan for critically ill patients based on the recent research evidence, and patients’ needs.
3- Advanced Research Methods in Nursing
This course aims to provide students comprehensive knowledge of advanced research methods in nursing. This course focuses on research critique, critical appraisal approach in discussing research findings, and research utilization into clinical practice. This course provides a review of the essential issues in designing, conducting, and analysing nursing research. The course also covers research ethics, common research designs, and research writing. All students will be given the opportunity to design a research proposal within their research interest.
4- Statistical Analysis for Health Care Research
This course focuses on providing students the knowledge of appropriate medical statistical methods (i.e. descriptive and inferential). This course includes students training on the use of statistical analysis software. This training will cover the following aspects including data coding, entry, cleaning, and analysis. In addition, students will be able to interpret and write up the results into one of the scientific report forms.
5- Research Project/ Non-thesis option
This course aims to provide students the principles of research findings utilization and critical analysis of research findings and performing systematic literature review. The Research project requires students to choose a new idea of interest and analyze research findings related to this idea. In collaboration with a faculty member, the student is responsible for the formulation of project objective, determining steps to be taking in time frame for completion of the project. The faculty member guide students during all project stage. A written report and oral presentation are required. The report should include objectives, significance, literature review, methods, results, and conclusions. The project report should not exceed 8000 words limit including references.
Undergraduate courses 
1- Critical Care Nursing

This course introduces the students to the principles of Critical Care Nursing. Students acquire evidence-based knowledge to provide holistic care to acute critically ill adults and elderly clients. Trauma and acute care in cardiothoracic, respiratory, neurological, nephrology, gastrointestinal, endocrine, shock, sepsis and complex needs in the critical care units are discussed. Utilization of problem solving, critical thinking, evidence-based nursing practice, and management for holistic care of critically ill clients with a focus on advanced lifesaving technology are taught.

2- Introduction to Oncology Nursing 
This course provides student with Knowledge of cancer nursing.  It introduces the issues related to cancer patients and nursing role in oncology wards. This course explains cancer pathophysiology, types, and grading systems. It also focuses on all aspects of cancer treatment and nursing role in this complex and long experience.  It covers the main topics that pertain to chemotherapy, symptoms management, oncology emergencies and palliative care.
3- Research Methods in Nursing 
This course introduces students to the basic concepts of research, and it is relationship to theory and practice. Emphasis is placed on understanding the research process and on critiquing nursing research articles for evaluating applicability to nursing practice. Interpretation and dissemination of research findings, and advocacy and accountability in the conduct and use of research proposal are stressed.

4- Adult Nursing Care 1-Theory 

This course focuses on the care of adult patients with acute or chronic illness and their responses to actual or potential alterations in health.  The nursing process as a method of providing nursing care will be utilized.  Problem solving and critical thinking skills are applied to analyze data for identifying nursing and collaborative problems.  Emphasis is placed on pathophysiology; principles of pharmacology and medication use as therapeutic adjuncts and the use of diagnostic procedures as aids in the clinical decision-making.

5- Adult Nursing Care 2-Theory
This course is a continuation of nursing (1001221) which is designed to provide students with the knowledge about individual adult clients with common alterations in health status. It focuses on the biopsychosocial responses of adult to actual and high risk conditions that affect their functional health patterns. These conditions may be acute or chronic alteration in selected functional health patterns such as metabolic, endocrinological, renal, neurological, musculoskeletal, burns, special senses, immune system, and reproductive system. The nursing process will be used as a framework to formulate nursing diagnosis and identify nursing interventions which promote, maintain, and restore the health of adults and their families.

6- Physical Health Examination 
This course is designed to expand student's knowledge and skills that are required to conduct thorough clinical examination for patients. It also enhances students’ ability of documenting medical information in appropriate and scientific manner. This course addresses many topics as follows: taking comprehensive medical history, evaluate functions of various body organs (either single or total body organs) efficiently and systematically and documenting examination findings. 
7- Pathophysiology for Nursing Students 
This course will cover content that provides a current understanding of the major disease processes across the lifespan. This course is designed to introduce the student to pathophysiologic concepts related to altered biological processes affecting individuals across the lifespan. The first part of the course emphasizes the basic concepts of pathophysiology: cellular level of responses, alteration in homeostasis, inflammatory responses, and immune responses. The second part of the course focuses on the application of the basic concepts to body systems and disease processes. The course builds on previous principles from anatomy, physiology, and chemistry.
8- Accident and Emergency Nursing 
This course introduces students to the concepts and issues related to the maintenance of health through management of health problems related to occupational hazards for nurses, clients, and community. The course focuses on concepts related to emergency and trauma care including life threatening situations and their life saving interventions. It also includes safety measures in relation to the nurses and clients’ immediate environment.
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
