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Course Description:

The methodology of legal scientific research focuses on exploring the
philosophical foundations of legal thought by investigating its diverse origins,
including natural, material, social, and economic aspects, in accordance with the
standards of various intellectual, philosophical, and analytical schools of thought
that have addressed the field of law. This methodology serves as the foundation
for all matters related to the perspectives of legal ideas and the derivation of
various inferences pertaining to the formal analysis of texts to understand their
legal rulings. Thus, this approach is essential for training a legal researcher
capable of legal reasoning in the text or in its absence.
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Course Description

This course offers a comprehensive and comparative study of the contractual
models utilized in construction contracts across various countries, including FIDIC
contracts, NEC contracts, and JCT contracts. It places particular emphasis on
FIDIC contracts, recognized as the most widely used globally, by examining the
integrated and in-depth legal nature of the standard FIDIC contracts, their evolving
editions, and the diverse applications of their various types. The course will also
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explore the parties involved in the contract and their obligations, the role of the
contractor, and the contractor's responsibilities during the preparation, execution,
and delivery phases. Additionally, it will address the engineer's role in the contract,
the general obligations of the engineer, and the engineer's responsibilities during
project execution and delivery. Furthermore, the course will investigate the
employer's role in the contract, the employer's obligations during preparation,
execution, and delivery, as well as the specific provisions concerning
subcontractors, users, workers, equipment, and machinery. It will cover issues
related to delays in completion, work suspension, testing upon completion, and
the delivery of construction projects, including the agent's role, changes, change
orders, contract value, contract termination by the employer or contractor, risks,
liabilities, force majeure, and the impact of unforeseen circumstances on contract
execution. Lastly, the course will delve into the provisions related to claims
submission, It is essential to examine the provisions regarding contract
interpretation, as well as to analyze the concepts of general and specific conditions
within the contract. Additionally, one must study the regulations outlined in the
unified contract booklet issued by the Ministry of Public Works and Housing in
Jordan.
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Course Description

This course comprehensively, analytically, and comparatively examines the
fundamental aspects of contract theory as outlined in the Jordanian Civil Code.
This examination is facilitated by a detailed analysis of the principle of Parties
Autonomy and the legal limitations that apply within the framework of contractual
relationships. Additionally, this course elucidates the various types of contracts
and explores the concept of contractual intent, which may be explicitly or implicitly
inferred from the contract. It further clarifies the provisions related to agency and
the capacity of the agent, which may empower them to enter into a contract.
Moreover, it presents a legal perspective on different jurisdictions concerning
Adhesion Contracts, e-contracting, and e-signatures. This course also highlights
the importance of obtaining the consent of contracting parties and its impact on
the elements of subject matter and consideration of the contract, while also
emphasizing the circumstances that can render a contract void, null, terminated,
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or voidable. Furthermore, it explains the scenarios in which exceptio inadimpleti
may be invoked, along with its interpretation, implications, and exceptions arising
from force majeure, exigent circumstances, and contingent accidents. Additionally,
it sheds light on the legal and technical terminology utilized in contracts, whether
in Arabic or other languages, and clarifies how to interpret contract terms when
there are contradictions between the relevant languages.
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Course Description:

This course includes an analysis of the provisions of enterprise contracts in
Jordanian civil law, as well as laws, regulations, contract books, and general
conditions for civil engineering contracts. This analysis is then compared with other
laws in several different legal systems. The course focuses on the nature of the
contract, how it is concluded, how it is distinguished from other contracts, and its
effects on the parties' obligations and the possibility of amending them in light of
scientific and technical progress during the implementation period. The course
emphasizes legal provisions that ensure the constructed building will not be
subject to total or partial demolition or defects that threaten its durability and safety.
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This course took an in-depth look at the general theory of arbitration as a common
means of dispute resolution in construction contracts in terms of the nature and
types of arbitration, arbitration agreements in terms of their validity, interpretation,
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and effects, the arbitration tribunal, in terms of its composition and the conditions
of eligibility of its members, and the impediments specific to members of the
arbitration tribunal and the extent of their responsibility. It also explains the
arbitration proceedings once the tribunal has been formed, in terms of the drafting
of the terms of reference, the procedural requirements, and the procedural
structure of the arbitration proceedings, from the submission of pleadings,
memoranda, defenses, and evidence to the holding of hearings, and clarifies the
basic guarantees in litigation before arbitration tribunals, and the powers of
arbitration tribunals to issue preliminary, interim, or partial decisions before issuing
a final arbitration award, and a statement of the arbitration award that concludes
the arbitration proceedings and its formulation in accordance with its contents as
determined by legislation. All of this must be done with reference to the rules of
arbitration of the International Chamber of Commerce in Paris (ICC), the
UNCITRAL rules, and Jordanian arbitration law.
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This course aims to deepen students’ understanding of the sources of obligation
in civil law through an analytical and comparative study of contract, unilateral will,
tortious acts, unjust enrichment, and statutory obligations. It explores various
jurisprudential theories and relevant judicial precedents, while highlighting
practical applications in both domestic and international contexts. The course also
addresses contemporary legal challenges related to sources of obligation and
fosters critical thinking and advanced legal argumentation.
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Course Description
This course addresses the optimum routes of administrating construction
contracts for the purpose of achieving an optimal execution and circumventing
potential disputes. Further, it discusses the awards issued by Dispute Avoidance
Board (DAB) and the procedures of avoiding disputes and boards of reviewing
disputes. In addition, it examines ways of choosing proper formation of these
Boards that should consist with the nature of dispute, and also discusses the
agreement of dispute resolution, its elements and provisions as well as the routes
of assigning and terminating the membership at these Boards. Moreover, this
course discusses the decisions issued by those boards and the extent of its
compulsory as well as the way of challenging them. Also, it explains the special
rules related to alternative disputes resolutions in construction contracts, and
addresses concept of the condition of multilevel disputes resolutions in such
contracts. Further, the course addresses stage of dispute resolution and the role
of Engineer in solving disputes, legal characterization of the engineers role in
solving disputes and the extent to which its decision is biding, as well as ways of
challenging them. In addition, it addresses the boards of disputes resolutions,
arbitration agreement, appointing and termination of its members and also the
disagreement on their appointing, and discussing the decisions issued by those
Boards as well as the way of challenging them. It also examines the special rules
related to amiable settlement, negotiation, mediation and conciliation.
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This course addresses the concept of claims in FIDIC contracts as to the definition
of claim, distinction between claims and disputes, types of claims arising from
construction contracts, claims parties and classification of claims under FIDIC
contracts (Contract-based claims, law-based claims, employers claims,
Contractors claims, divisions of financial and time claims). Also, it addresses the
elements of delay and responsibility of its parties, principles of variation order,
means of claims preparation, which must be clear and consistent with each other,
and identifying the documents required to prove each type of claims.
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Course Description
The curriculum for this course includes the study of judicial jurisdiction, the theory
of litigation and its procedures, the theory of judicial rulings, methods of appealing
these rulings, and procedures for enforcing judicial rulings in the courts of law. It
also includes a detailed and analytical study of topics such as the theory of interest
in litigation and the theory of judicial rulings.
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Course Description
course examines the legal framework governing arbitration in administrative
contracts, focusing on the legal nature of administrative contracts and their
distinction from civil contracts. It explores the permissibility of resorting to
arbitration as an alternative dispute resolution mechanism in administrative
matters, in light of general principles of administrative law, national legislation, and
relevant international conventions. The course further addresses the validity
requirements of arbitration agreements, the constitution of arbitral tribunals, the
conduct of arbitral proceedings, and the issuance and enforcement of arbitral
awards. Particular attention is given to practical challenges related to the state's
submission to arbitration, especially in public-private partnership (PPP) contracts.
The course concludes with the analysis of selected judicial and arbitral case
studies.
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Course Description
This course learns students how to recognize and understand terminologies used
in the context of the arbitration undertaken in English language. This covers all
stages of arbitration and aimed at equipping students with the required English
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terminologies that might be incorporated in the documents used in arbitration such
as arbitration agreement, reference terms, contents of award and all arbitral
procedures.
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Course Description
This course offers a comprehensive theoretical and practical exploration of
drafting arbitral awards, emphasizing the legal and linguistic skills required to
produce clear, reasoned, and enforceable decisions. It covers the classification of
arbitral awards (final, partial, interim), their legal structure, and the formal
requirements under international arbitration rules (e.g., UNCITRAL, ICC, LCIA)
and applicable national laws (lex arbitri). The course also focuses on legal drafting
techniques in English, reasoning and justification of findings, and the formulation
of dispositive sections. Common drafting pitfalls that may lead to annulment or
non-enforcement are critically examined. The course concludes with practical
exercises involving mock awards and analysis of real-world examples.
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Course Description

This course focuses on mediation as an alternative dispute resolution mechanism
in the construction industry. It aims to equip participants with a solid understanding
of mediation principles and their practical application in contractual and
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construction-related disputes. The course covers the stages of mediation—from
preparation and convening sessions to managing dialogue and drafting settlement
agreements. It emphasizes the mediator's core competencies, including effective
communication, conflict management, and understanding the psychological and
legal dynamics of disputes. Special attention is given to the unique nature of
construction disputes, such as multi-party involvement, technical complexity, and
contractual intricacies. The course concludes with practical exercises and real-
world case studies.
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Course Description
This course focuses on international investment arbitration under the 1965
Washington Convention, with a particular emphasis on the International Centre for
Settlement of Investment Disputes (ICSID). It explores the legal nature,
organizational structure, and jurisdiction of ICSID. The course covers the
arbitration agreement in investment contracts, the constitution and validity of
arbitral tribunals, procedures for challenging arbitrators, and their duties. It also
addresses the applicable law governing investment disputes, the issuance and
annulment of arbitral awards, and the legal safeguards in cases where states
refuse to comply with ICSID decisions. The course aims to equip students with a
solid understanding of the legal and institutional framework of investment
arbitration and the practical challenges of enforcement.
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Course Description:
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This course provides an advanced and in-depth exploration of corporate law,
focusing on the legal and regulatory framework governing the formation,
classification, management, and dissolution of companies. It examines the legal
responsibilities of founders and directors, corporate decision-making mechanisms,
and the protection of shareholders’ and third parties’ rights. The course also
addresses complex topics such as holding and subsidiary companies, mergers
and acquisitions, corporate governance, and legal oversight of corporate conduct.
Through case studies and judicial applications, students will gain a comprehensive
understanding of the legal structure of corporations and the contemporary
challenges they face.
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Course Description:

This course discusses -in depth- evidence rules applied in the context of arbitration
in construction contracts. This embraces law-based rules like that which are
derived from Jordanian Civil Code, Evidence Law, Code of Civil Procedure, also
includes that which are derived from international resources such as the
institutional arbitration rules or that which are prepared though international
professional institutions such as IBA Rules of Evidence. Through this course,
analysis will be applied in order to clarify concepts of proof, norms of burden of
proof, objective and formal rules of proof. This incorporates the key common
evidences used within engineering disputes, which can be achieved by studying
the special legal rules related to the evidence like Contemporaneous Documents
and Fact Witnesses and the extent of its evidential weight. Further, it studies way
of proofs under Evidence Law, aspects of challenging such evidences and
illustrating arbitrators authorities to weighing evidences in this regard.
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
