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Courses Description
Advanced Health Assessment
(1001701)
(Three Credit Hours)

Pre-request (None)

This course aims to provide students advanced knowledge and skills of
comprehensive physical examination for individuals. In this course, students will be
trained on collecting comprehensive health history and assessing functions of human
body systems to be used in writing an appropriate nursing diagnosis. Students are
expected to use critical thinking and clinical decision making to develop a customized
nursing care plan based on these findings.

Advanced Pathophysiology
(1001703)
(Three Credit Hours)

Pre-request (None)

This course aims to provide students advanced knowledge of the pathophysiological
changes that accompanying Critical illnesses. It will explore the regulatory and
compensatory body mechanisms that occur to maintain internal homeostasis. This
course emphasizes on the pathophysiology of cardiopulmonary diseases and other
critical illness that need a critical care in general. This course aims to enhance
students' ability to comprehend, plan, and provide a comprehensive nursing care
patients in critical care units.

Advanced Pharmacology
(1001703)
(Three Credit Hours)
Pre-request (1001701)

This course aims to provide students advanced knowledge of human body
mechanisms and its physiological responses to medications. Also, drugs mechanisms
of action, use indications and side effects will be explained. This course emphasizes
on the drugs which commonly used for the treatment of Critical illness that need
critical care. This course will provide with results of clinical trials in this field.
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Advanced Research Methods in Nursing
(1001710)
(Three Credit Hours)

Pre-request (None)

This course aims to provide students comprehensive knowledge of advanced research
methods in nursing. This course focuses on research critique, critical appraisal
approach in discussing research findings, and research utilization into clinical
practice. All students will be given the opportunity to design a research proposal
within their research interest.

Critical Care Nursing Theory (1)
(1001720)
(Two Credit Hours)
Pre-request (1001701) and concurrent with (1001703)

This course focuses on providing students advanced knowledge and trends of nursing
care for adult patients with cardiac, respiratory, hematologic and oncologic disease.
Students will be taught how to use nursing theoretical knowledge and research in
implementing the Clinical Nurse Specialist (CNS) roles. The roles of CNS include:
clinician, educator, researcher, and consultant to improve the quality of nursing care
in critical care units. The students are expected to use the nursing process as a
systematic approach to provide nursing care. Also, they will learn the process of
utilizing research findings and its role in understanding and implementing nursing
intervention for critically ill patient.
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Critical Care Nursing Clinical (1)
(1001721)
(One Credit Hours)
Concurrent with (1001720)

This course aims to give students the opportunity to apply the advanced skills,
knowledge, and trends they learnt in the theoretical course in the clinical field.
Throughout the clinical training period, students will practice their role as Clinical
Nurse Specialist (CNS). These roles include: clinician, educator, researcher, and
consultant to improve the quality of nursing care in critical care units. The students
are expected to use nursing process as a systematic approach to provide nursing care.
Also, they will learn the process of utilizing research findings and its role in
understanding and implementing nursing intervention for critically ill patient.

Critical care Nursing Theory (11)
(1001722)

(Two Credit Hours)

Pre-request (1001720)

This course is a continuation of the previous Course (critical Care Nursing I). It
focuses on Neurological and hematological related critical illness and the
implementation and evaluation phases of the nursing process. Students are expected to
be systematic in evaluating the effectiveness of nursing interventions for Critically ill
patients.

Critical Care Nursing Clinical (1)
(1001723)

(One Credit Hours)

Concurrent with (1001722)

This course helps students to use the critical thinking and analysis and utilization of
nursing research in providing critical nursing care for critically ill adult patients.
Students will be able to develop effective nursing care in partnership with patients and
their families. Training in the clinical settings will hone students™ nursing cute care
skills in different critical care areas. Emphasis is on management of complex
problems in critical settings with special focus on discharge planning in the student's
training area.
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Statistical Analysis for Health Care Research

(1001730)
(Three Credit Hours)
Pre-request (1001710)

This course focuses on providing students the knowledge of appropriate medical
statistical methods (i.e. descriptive and inferential). This course includes students
training on the use of statistical analysis software. This training will cover the
following aspects including: data coding, entry, cleaning, and analysis. Also, students
will be able to interpret and write up the results into one of the scientific report forms.

Health Care Policies
(1001740)
(Three Credit Hours)

Pre-request (None)

This course focuses on providing students advanced knowledge and skills in policy
management that affect patients' health, nursing professional outcomes and using of
health resources positively. In addition, this course aims to introduce the process of
health policy development and nurse’s role in this process.

Nursing Informatics
(1001750)
(Three Credit Hours)

Pre-request (None)

Nursing Informatics is a course that integrates nursing, computer, and informatics
sciences to manage, communicate, and document data in nursing practice. This course
includes the following aspects: the use of technology in the provision of care,
establishing effective administrative systems, managing and delivering educational
courses, and supporting nursing research.
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Emergency and Disaster Nursing
(1001760)
(Three Credit Hours)

Pre-request (None)

This course focuses on providing students scientific knowledge, methods and skills to
provide urgent and safe nursing care during disasters. This course will provide
students the knowledge of disasters types and disaster planning and management.
Also, different technical and legal issues will be discussed and the roles of nurses in
disaster planning and management will be explained.

Palliative Care
(1001770)
(Three Credit Hours)

Pre-request (None)

This course provides students accurate and comprehensive knowledge of pain
management, and symptom management among critically ill patients and their
families. This course discusses the pharmacological and non-pharmacological
methods in treating pain taking in consideration the legal aspect and quality of
healthcare quality. End of life issues and grieving also will be discussed. This course
will provide student with adequate knowledge to develop comprehensive nursing care
plan for critically ill patients based on the recent research evidence, and patients’
needs.

Leadership and Health Care Quality Management
(1001780)
(Three Credit Hours)

Pre-request (None)

This course introduces students to an overview of leadership styles and quality
improvement methodology as used in healthcare settings. The course will address
issues related to healthcare quality such as overview of key theories in quality
management, a discussion of patient-focused measures of quality, quality
management tools and assessment, and accreditation in healthcare settings. Finally,
the course will introduce students to quality improvement models such as Lean, Six
sigma, and Kaizen models and its application in healthcare settings.
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Research Project
(1001790)
(Three Credit Hours)

Pre-request (100710)

This course aims to provide students the principles of research findings utilization and
critical analysis of research findings, and performing systematic literature review. The
clinical project requires students to choose a new idea of interest and analyze research
findings related to this idea. In collaboration with a faculty member, the student is
responsible for the formulation of project objective, determining steps to be taking in
time frame for completion of the clinical project. The faculty member guide students
during all project stage. A written report and oral presentation are required. The report
should include objectives, significance, literature review, methods, results and
conclusions. The project report should not exceed 8000 words limit including
references.

Comprehensive Exam
(1001791)
(Zero Credit Hour)
Pre-request (All compulsory courses)
Students will set for a comprehensive exam in all compulsory courses after passing
these courses. This written exam will cover both theoretical and clinical courses. The
passing grade is 70 out of 100.
Master Thesis
(1001792)
(Nine Credit Hours)
Pre-request (All required Courses)

After the completion of all required courses, the students are required to write a thesis
on an innovative idea of interests in critical care nursing after primary advisor
approval. The student should have the permission of ethics and research committee
within the faculty of Nursing in Al-Al Bayt University before embarking on the study.
Students are required to follow Al-Al-Bayt university policies for thesis writing and
defending.
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
